How To Combine Multiple Grid Questions

Problem

There is a need to combine multiple similar Pick Any - Grid or Number - Grid questions. For
example, it may be that there is a list of brands of brands which are evaluated first on personality
attributes then on emotional attributes.

Steps to solve

1.

Select all the variables, right-click and select Set Question and proceed to set up a Pick Any -
Grid question in the usual way.

In the Variables and Questions tab, select the Labels for all the variables that you wish to
combine.

Right-click on the selection and select Copy Labels/Text.

Paste the labels into a worksheet in Excel.

In Excel, select Data and Text to Columns and 2 B <

In cell C1 type =B1s" - "sal and press OK.

Copy this formula to the bottom of your list. The image shows an example, where the yellow
cells are the newly created labels. Note that in this example, it has had the effect of reversing
the brands and the attribute in the label.

Copy the newly created labels and paste them over the original labels in Q (which should still be
selected).

Right-click on the new labels and select Sort By and Label.

Select all the variables, right-click and select Set Question and proceed to set up a Pick Any -
Grid question in the usual way. If this does not work, it likely means that:

a. You made a mistake in Excel.

b. The brand lists for the questions differ.
